	-The NDGWA Summer tour was August 20, 2023.  We met in Carrington, ND at the Chieftain Hotel and Conference center and caravaned to Cows and Co. Creamery store and barn, Carrington Research Station and ended the day with at Dakota Sun Winery with a tour, tasting and supper.

-The Grape Pruning workshop and social was held on May 6, 2023 at the Red Trail Vineyard.  John Thull, University of MN cold climate grape and wine researcher presented for the group and provided a hands-on experience.  Wine tasting and a meal by RTV followed.
-The 2022-23 Grant was completed on May 15,2023.  Many events were sponsored to help promote the Grape and Wine Industry in ND.
-There is no tri-state meeting being planned.  The Montana Grape and Wine Association Meeting and Conference will be in Billings, MT the end of April.  All are invited to attend.  See their website for information.
-Haley M. reported that the NDGWA applied for $37,200.00 for Marketing and Promotion of the Grape and Wine Industry in our state.  The NDGWA was awarded $27,410.00 to be used by June 30, 2025.  Details of the grant were outlined; 2 campaigns, NDdrinklocal and Yes, Grapes do grow here!  This grand will not cover website, Rest Area Program or newsletter expenses. Haley, Roberta and Allison will administer this grant.  
-January 27, 2024 @ 4:00 p.m. currently 44 members.  Welcome to our new commercial members, we have 3 new commercial memberships.

-Maple River Winery in Casselton ND has been sold.

-Dakota Sun Winery in Carrington, ND was for sale at our summer tour.

-Red Trail Vineyard – for sale, sale pending.
-Bob Wallace Tasting Room in Hankinson has opened fall of 2023.

-2024 Nominating chairs are Harlene H-V. and Aaron Opdahl (absent). There is one board vacancy to fill for 2024. Roberta Forward (22-24) did not wish to run for another term.  Roberta was thanked for her service to the board.
